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Grande Maumelle Sailing Club is located on beautiful Lake Maumelle just a few miles west of Little Rock on Ark Highway 10. We hope you will decide to come sail with us. Here is some helpful information. Please contact us with any other questions.
Lodging
GMSC members regularly open their homes to out-of-towners sailing in regattas. If you would like to stay at someone’s home, please provide detailed information about your needs, i.e. three people - one double, one single, etc. and we will make every effort to match you with a host.
Camping is not available at Lake Maumelle. However, there are campsites at Maumelle Park, located just 2.7 miles north of Ark. Highway 10 on Pinnacle Valley Road (9.7 miles east of GMSC). This U.S. Army Corps of Engineers park on the Arkansas River contains 129 campsites with water and electrical hookups, and tables and grills; bathhouses with hot showers; two pavilions with restrooms; a playground; dump station; and boat ramp.

The closest hotels are in the West Little Rock area. Details can be found at www.littlerock.com/lodging, click on West. They are all about 20 minutes from the lake.

Food
Dinners on Friday and Saturday nights are included in the regatta registration fee. Lunches and extra meals are available for an additional charge but must be arranged in advance.

If you choose to eat on your own, there are many restaurants along Highway 10 and in West Little Rock.

Children

GMSC is surrounded by the natural environment of woods and water, which is a great place for kids. There is not a play ground or swimming pool. The clubhouse is available during the day for child care if you provide your own sitter. There’s a TV/VCR/DVD player.
Necessities, Boat Parts
Jolly Roger Marina is next to GMSC and carries snacks, drinks, some hardware and line. Sports Authority is on Markham between Shackleford and Bowman Roads in West Little Rock. There is also a Wal-Mart Supercenter at Highway 10 and Chenal Parkway, which is about half way to the lake.

Entertainment

The River Market is a popular spot for children, adults, tourists and locals alike. There are restaurants, bars, art galleries, museums, and libraries within a six square block area.
